
SIZES
S (M-L)
To fit dog chest measurement: 
11 (15-19)" [28 (38-48) cm].

INSTRUCTIONS

WIENER (make 2)
With A, cast on 10 (14-17) sts.
1st row: (RS). K1. M1. Knit to last 
st. M1. K1. 12 (16-19) sts.
2nd row: Purl.
Rep last 2 rows 5 times more. 
22 (26-29) sts.

Beg on a knit row, work even in 
stocking st until piece from beg 
measures approx 6 (11-14½)" 
[15 (28-37) cm], ending on a purl 
row.

Shape top: 1st row: (RS). K1. 
ssk. Knit to last 3  sts. K2tog. K1. 
20 (24-27) sts.
2nd row: Purl.
Rep last 2 rows 5 times more. 
10 (14-17) sts. Cast off.

With WS facing, sew 2 Wieners 
tog, leaving an opening to insert 
stuffing. Stuff Wiener. Sew rem 
edge closed.

Contrast B Off White (9702)	 1      1       1     ball
Contrast C Bone (9703)	 1      1       1     ball
Contrast D Harvest Red (9763)	 1      1       1     ball
Contrast E Gold (9782)	 1      1       1     ball
Size U.S. 8 (5 mm) knitting needles. Set of 4 size U.S. 8 (5 mm) double-
pointed knitting needles or size needed to obtain gauge. 2 zippers 
7" [18 cm] long. Stuffing. 4 buttons.

Approx = Approximate(ly)
Beg = Begin(ing)
K = Knit
K2tog = Knit next 2 stitches 
together
M1 = Make 1 stitch by picking up 
loop lying before next stitch and 
knitting into back of loop.

P = Purl
Pat = Pattern
Rem = Remain(ing)
Rep = Repeat
RS = Right side
Ssk = Slip next 2 stitches knitwise 
one at a time. Pass them back 
onto left-hand needle, then knit 
through back loops together
St(s) = Stitch(es)
Tog = Together
WS = Wrong side

ABBREVIATIONS
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CONDIMENTS (make 1 each with 
D and E)
With pair of double-pointed 
needles, cast on 4 sts.
1st row: K4. Do not turn. Slide sts 
to opposite end of needle.
Rep last row until piece measures 
approx 12" [30.5 cm].
Next row: K2tog. ssk.
Next row: K2tog. Fasten off.

Sew Condiments to top of Wiener 
as shown in picture.

INNER BUN (make 2)
With B, cast on 12 (16-19) sts. 
1st row: (RS). K1. M1. Knit to last 
st. M1. K1. 14 (18-21) sts.
2nd row: Purl.
Rep last 2 rows 7 (6-21) times 
more.  28 (30-34)  sts. Place 
markers at each end of last row.

Beg on a purl row, work even in 
stocking st until piece from beg 
measures approx 6 (11-14½)" 
[15 (28-37) cm], ending on a purl 
row.

Shape top: 1st row: (RS). K1. ssk. 
Knit to last 3 sts. K2tog. K1.
2nd row: Purl.
Rep last 2 rows to 12 (16-19) sts. 
Cast off.

OUTER BUN (make 2)
With C, work as given for Inner 
Bun.
With WS tog, seam Inner and 
Outer Buns tog, leaving top edge 
between markers open to sew in 
zipper. 
Sew zipper in between markers.

BELLY BAND
**With E, cast on 24 sts. 
1st row: Knit.
2nd row: K2. Purl to last 2  sts. 
P2.**
Rep last 2 rows until piece from 
beg measures approx 2 (2-3)" 
[5  (5-7.5)  cm], ending on a WS 
row.

Buttonhole row: K4. (Cast off 
2 sts. K5) twice. Cast off 2 sts. K4.
Next row: K2. Purl, casting on 
2 sts over cast off sts to last 2 sts. 
K2.
Next row: Knit.
Cast off loosely.

BUTTON BAND
Work from ** to ** as given for 
Belly Band.
Rep last 2 rows until piece from 
beg measures approx 1½" [4 cm], 
ending on a WS row.
Cast off loosely.

Sew Belly Band and Button Band 
to bottom edge of Buns between 
marked rows. Sew buttons onto 
button band, aligning buttonhole 
as desired for fit.

NECKBAND
With E, cast on 56 sts.
1st row: *K2. P2. Rep from * to 
last 2 sts. K2.
2nd row: *P2. K2. Rep from * to 
last 2 sts. P2.
3rd and 4th rows: As 1st and 
2nd rows.
5th row: K2. P1. Cast off next 
2 sts. Pat to end of row.
6th row: *P2. K2. Rep from * to 
end of row, casting on 2 sts over 
cast off sts. K1. P2.
7th to 10th rows: As 1st and 2nd 
rows twice more.
Cast off loosely in pat.

Sew Edge of Neckband to top 
edge of Wiener as shown in 
picture. 
Sew button onto Neckband, 
aligning buttonhole as desired 
for fit.
